1st Race: 90. The Phoenix Of Spain Handicap - (About) 1200 metres. 

Horses rated 00 to 25 (12 Runners). 

KUNDAVAI (P Surya) was slowly away, losing about 4 to 5 lengths at the start. 

Jockey  L.Alex Rozario, the rider of OCEAN LOVE jumped out veered out to left 
interfering with BLUE SAPPHIRE (G Manikandan)  which went onto PARIS 
O'CONNOR (A S .Peter) and STILLWATER (Md Farhan Alam).Jockey L.Alex 

Rozario, was fined a sum of Rs 2000/- and reprimanded to be cautious at the 
start and to keep a straight course. 

Jockey Vivek G, the rider of STOLEN GLANCE was fined Rs 2000/- for 

tightening MARSHALL (K V Baskar) on his inside and also coming across 
RAFFINATO (Hindu Singh) before straightening for home where he was not 
clear by a length.

Horses rated 20 to 45 (9 Runners).

Officer when asked to examine the gelding reported after the race that he was 
found to have laryngeal abnormality (ILH-gr 2) during post veterinary 

examination on 16/12/2023.

Jockey P.Sai Kumar, the rider of KALLANIA was fined Rs 1000/- for excessive 
use of whip (first offense).
